Some hedgehogs can have up
to seven thousand spines!

What do they eat?
Hedgehogs are often called the Gardener’s Friend because they
eat the slugs that eat plants and cause damage to the garden.
Gardeners are usually pleased to see a hedgehog.

If you want a hedgehog to visit your garden, you could leave a
small saucer of cat or dog food out as they like the meat. Make
sure that you leave a saucer of water out too, especially in the
summer months.
